Listed below is a bri
snippet of information about our fly€shey are in no particular order and the gallery is a collection of photos
taken at our previous Rotary Kite Festivals.

The “Airheads’ ...... mainly fly sport kites, set to music as
an aerial ballet, and they also fly 4-line kites, fighter kites, rokkaku as
well as large single line display kites including traditional Chinese
Dragon Kites..

The team members are Peter, Keith, Vee, and Valerie supported by
Mick Burls as part of the ground crew.

They fly a number of choreographed kite ballets: a 3 or 4 kite routine
to 'Fly like an Eagle' by Seal, a 3-kite routine (with tails) set to 'It had
to be you' by Harry Connick and new for 2009 a 4-kite routine to
'Bring me to Life' by Evanescence.

Some of these are flown with 100 ft tails which add extra spectacle as
well as fresh technical challenges for the flyers.

They love to improvise and fly impromptu ballets with up to 6 kites to
tracks by Ikon, Chicane, Crowded House among others.

Team Flame ....was formed in 1999, by three members
Bath Kite Society, none of whom had ever flown as a team or i
competition before. The team began competing in the UK from
year they formed. It has been a difficult, but (mostly) very enjoy
challenge. Members of the team also sometimes compete as ir
viduals, and as pairs (Spark and Ember).
Currently Flame is competing and demonstrating as a four
son team, two of whom are founder members. (Two othe
members have retired from competition, but still sometim
appear at demonstrations.)
As well as winning the UK masters class sport kite team chg
onship five times, in 2002, 2003, 2005, 2007 and 2008, H
have competed in the European Cup in 2001, 2005, 2006
2008, and attended the World Championships in B&uak
Mer, France, in 2002, 2003, 2004, 2006 and 2008, and ir
Oregon, USA in 2005. They have achieved a respectable
placing of 3rd in Europe and 7th in the world.
They continue to practice and try to improve in what little sp{
time they can find.

SKY SYMPHONY.... formed in January 2000, and are

now an established kite display and entertainment

team. Their displays at major kite festivals, gala days, car-
nival days, country and county shows give examples of a
wide audience appeal. They have even appeared on televi-
sion promoting their fast growing, environmentally friendly
sport.

The team has a squad of six members that are truly versa-
tile, and can interchange with each other at any given time,
all but one living around the Midlands.

i are one of the most experienced kite display
teams in Europe. Comprising of single, dual and
multi-line kite flyers who have demonstrated their
skill on the field and in competitions at National and
International level.

i competition team remain undefeated European
Champions, a title they have held since 2000.

Scratch Revolution Team .... Enjoy the camara-
derie and skills as the kite flyers come together to fly
their Revolution Kites. The team often comprises flye

any other able and willing flyers!

Martin Lester.... started making and designing kites in 1973
while still at Art College. The hobby grew into a job when he started
working in Europe's first kite shop in Bristol in 1976. He swapped the
cash register for the sewing machine and set up his own business in
1982, designing and producing his own range of kites.

All the kites are fully three dimensional, using the wind to inflate
them. The earlier designs have frames, the more recent ones are to-
tally soft ( NO STICKS = NO ASSEMBLY!). Martin can make custom
versions of his kites to order, for example a scuba diver in your own
wetsuit! Legs and top half in your own team colours, they can even
have a soccer ball to play with.
